ITEM 1
Welcome to Delegates and Opening Remarks

The winter of 2008/09 saw a full schedule of Freestyle competitions around the world
including a very successful World Freestyle Championships in Japan. As we head into
the next year, the focus will turn to the Olympic Games once again. The successes of
the past season have prepared our sport well for the attention we will receive in
Vancouver.

Despite the challenges of integrating new events into our structure, Freestyle is growing
and thriving. There is new strength in the classic events of Moguls and Aerials,
bolstered by model programs in traditionally strong nations but stimulated by emerging
countries such as China (in Moguls) and an increasing number of eastern European
and Asian athletes in Aerials.

The new events have momentum with Ski Cross now well established worldwide and
the strong fields of Halfpipe athletes in the FIS World Cups and World Championships
this season.

The goal of Ski Cross being included in the 2010 Olympic Games has been realized. |
believe our sport is ready to move to the next level and make the push for Halfpipe to
be included in the 2014 Olympics. It will be important to reinforce the Freestyle
Committee’s previously stated proposal to the FIS Council, and reiterate our desire for
the FIS to formally ask the IOC to consider Halfpipe as a new event in 2014.

With our rules fully developed and tested for the Olympics next season, now is also the
time to start looking beyond 2010 and to develop the vision for our sport over the next
guadrennial. The past four years proved very fruitful with excellent work done by many
people at all levels of the sport. Without the collaboration between the FIS committees,
Working Groups, coaches and athletes, we would not have been able to achieve the
significant changes that were made to the air component in Moguls, for example. This
type of work has significantly improved our sport.

To determine priorities for change in the future, we need to identify where weaknesses
need to be overcome and opportunities exist.

| have said in the past that our current success may be our biggest weakness. The
challenge of fully integrating all of our events into NSA structures has already forced
some countries to make decisions at the expense of the potential for development in
one event or another. It is important to support the areas of strength in different
countries. | hope this doesn't come with stifling development in areas that have
potential. Some might say 'we can't have it all', and that's true. Encouraging our event
specific Working Groups to bring forward ideas and recommendations on how to best
address these challenges will help the Freestyle Committee to focus our efforts on
finding the right path for the future.
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We must not deny the current momentum in our sport or lose sight of the opportunities
this presents. Freestyle is suddenly ‘topical’ in circles where we have barely stirred a
thought in the past. Being top of mind makes us open to scrutiny but also opens doors.
| believe now is the time to take advantage of heightened awareness and focus on
‘quality’, not ‘quantity’.

We need to make our product stand out among the wide range of sporting events that
compete for audience attention. On this point, | do not believe the media value of
Freestyle has reached its potential. One area of work that will enhance our marketability
is to improve the TV product along with the distribution of quality Freestyle video
content on the internet. Thanks to InFront and members of the TV Working Group
established at the fall "08 meeting in Zurich for ongoing work to re-write the TV
guidelines for Freestyle and consider the best path for our future as a viable and
valuable media and TV product.

As Chairman, | have to admit that | am uncomfortable with the varying commitments
that exist within our National Associations to the different events in our sport. The eyes
of the sport are focused in many different directions right now. The Freestyle Committee
needs to remain vigilant to ensure that we don’t lose sight of our vulnerability AND
opportunities that comes with the regional disparity in the different events.

| still believe we hold the keys to the greatest 'snow show' on earth. Let’s continue to
work together and capitalize on the opportunities that exist beyond the doors we have
opened.

ITEM 4.1
Items and proposals deferred at previous meetings
4.1.1 World Cup Calendar Plans 2010 — 2014

A significant amount of work was done last fall, in the preparation of the long-term
calendars for the Freestyle FIS World Cup.

These calendar proposals were submitted to the FIS Council which then confirmed at
their fall meeting.

Since last December, there have been some significant changes to the draft 2009 —
2010 World Cup calendar. These changes are based upon some reconsideration by the
national ski associations and also the proposed ski areas. The proposal for the 2009 —
2010 calendars will look significantly different than what the National Ski Associations
agree to propose in the fall of 2009.

Many of these changes are based upon the economic realities that now confront many
ski areas, National Ski Associations and organisers.
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Other influences appear to be a reaction to the Olympic Selection quota process for
Vancouver 2010.

As of the beginning of May the process to reconfirm the calendar is still ongoing with a
few open points. The calendar will be along similar lines like the last few years. The
Vancouver OWG takes a significant amount of time out of the winter program, so the
competitions are compressed into January and March for season 2009 — 2010.

For the long term calendar process to be effective, National Ski Associations need to
consider and then confirm in the long term.

4.1.2 Proposals to FIS Equipment Rules Committee

Ski Cross Ski Pants and Jackets Standards

Several proposals will be submitted to the FIS Equipment Committee regarding the
further definition of the clothing for ski cross, the material to be used and methods of
measurement.

In principle, the new rules and regulations need to define what the two pieces are in
terms and design and perhaps material.

There were 7 protests by 7 different National Ski Associations over other NSA'’s ski
suits used this past World Cup season. None of the protests were upheld by the
different Juries.

In the Section A 1 of the FIS Equipment Rules states that:
‘...the following points be observed

a) The principle of safety
b) The principle of fairness’

In terms of safety the slower we can have the competitors ski down the hill, the safer it
is. The more standardized the suits then the fairer it is for competitors.

There are other important ‘Commercial’ reasons that need to be added into the design
system for the ski suits.

The ‘Brand of Ski Cross’ needs to be somewhere in-between an ‘Alpine Racing’ look
and the ‘Mogul / Ski Halfpipe’ look. In order to obtain sponsorship funds from the
market place the look needs to relate to the common skiers on the slopes. This is the
impression that many athletes have related to the FIS staff. In other words, they ought
to look like what a normal skier looks like.
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The designs of the ski suits ought to be ‘commercially available’. The material used in
ski suits ought to also be ‘commercially available’, no one is designing and selling ski
suits made out of the rubber material. This commercially available material and design
can then be tailored to the individual athletes’ profile. ‘Commercially available’ means
that the design is shown in a catalogue and that one can order this design. In this way
the event, the skier, the retailer and the ski suit brand sponsor directly relate to the
marketplace. To be sustainable the discipline needs to relate to the marketplace. In this
way, if the fashion changes we can also change with the fashion.

Ski pants ought to look like ski pants, that means that they have pockets and a snow
cuff is over the ski boot.

The Formula One of our sport is Downhill and Super G, may | say just that look of ski
cross needs to be like production sports car racing.

There's been a lot of work done by the working committee on this and | trust these
issues as presented above can be integrated into the different proposals.

Data Collection / Helmet camera for Ski Cross

A proposal will be submitted to the FIS Equipment rules committee regarding the
development of a data collection system based upon a camera and storage device
which can be used in ski cross. This agreed to in last meeting.

Ski Boot Height

Freestyle Skiing has not yet fully adopted the regulation of 43 mm ski boot height and
height has remained for two seasons at 45 mm. A decision needs to be made if this
boot height is to be retained or not for the next season.

Proposal FS0509-03

To retain the boot height measurement of 45mm for season 2009- 2010 and adopt the
43mm starting in 2010 — 2011.

Proposed by Jyrki Sdéaménen FIN and seconded by Henri Rohner SUI.

The Freestyle Committee unanimously agreed with this proposal

Remark:
This proposed is to be the FIS Equipment Committee for consideration. Adjustments
and refinements can be made based upon Medical and Legal input.

The Proposal will then be submitted to the FIS Council for consideration.
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4.1.3 World Cup Quotas 2009-2010

The number of entries by National Ski Associations, in the different events has
increased significantly over the past several seasons. (26% increase in number of starts
from 2008 to 2009)

At the World Cup level, this puts an extra strain and cost on the organizing committee.
In some cases, last season, it jeopardized the actual running of the competition since
the course preparation (snow preparation) created limitations in staging fair and safe
competitions.

Having 10 to 15% less athletes on the World Cup, while maintaining the same number
of nations, could create significant savings to the National Ski Associations who at this
time are hard-pressed to find the resources to fund teams. Organisers are under similar
financial pressures to find ways to reduce costs and while increase the quality of TV
production and the presentation of the World Cup.

From a competition operations point of view, fewer skiers would provide less wear and
tear on the courses and also provide higher-quality, equal, fair and safer training
sessions. The qualification phase of the competitions take less time and again there
would be less wear on the course. This allows for better program options and provides
the best course for the finalists.

This also provides a defined athlete pathway since to the next level down onto the
Continental Cup levels.

The significant limiting factor was dealt with on the Aerial World Cup competitions in
Season 1999 — 2000, when the quotas were reduced. The limits were placed upon this
event to have a maximum of six competitors per nation with a maximum team sizes 10.

This proposed to adopt these numbers for the other events (Moguls and Ski Cross) in
Freestyle skiing. The quotas in Halfpipe are the same as in Aerials

4.1.3.1 Reduction of Ski Cross quota to 6 per gender / Max team 10

Revised proposal for 2009 - 2010
Proposal FS0509-04

13.5.3 Ski Cross:
Maximum Team Size (Men'’s plus Ladies Quota) is 12 twelve sixteen-(1216).
Maximum seven eight-(78) per gender

Proposed by Remi Sella FRA and seconded by Hans Stub NOR.

The Freestyle Committee unanimously agreed with this proposal.
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4.1.3.2 Reduction of Mogul quota to 6 per gender / Max team 10
Proposal FS0509-05

13.5.1 Moguls:
Maximum Team Size (Men’s plus Ladies Quota) is_ten twehwe-(1012).
Maximum seven (6%) per gender (1 basic quota + 56 additional competitors).

After some discussions, concerning the need to do have this Mogul proposal for this
season, to reduce the quota from 7 to 6 spots per nation and the max team size of 10,
the Chairman tabled the proposal.

It was proposed that a working group be formed to review the ski cross quotas and
mogul for Season 2010 — 2011 was proposed Jay Simon USA, Heli Herdt GER, Peter
Judge CAN and chaired by the Freestyle Coordinator Joe Fitzgerald. Other quota
systems in the FIS will be reviewed. The working group will report to the Fall meeting.
Proposed by Jay Simson USA and seconded by Hans Stub NOR.

The Freestyle Committee unanimously agreed with this proposal.

Remark The chairman stated the issue is maximum field size must be addressed and
other FIS discipline quota systems (like a top 30 WC starting list) need to be reviewed
for the development of new proposal for the Freestyle Committee.

4.1.4 DSQ, DNS, RNS and new term DNF IRM (Invalid Result Mark)
Standardizing the Special Classifications, RNS, DSQ, DNF, DNS

There are a series of special classifications which refer to competitors who either never
show up at a competition or never completed a round, heat or phase.

In the Freestyle discipline, we have a classification called RNS, which means ‘receives
no score’.

Since we have competition formats that are based upon a qualification and final results,
and that the final result does not include any classifications from the qualification, there
is a special need to rank skiers that have made it into the final but perhaps have not
started or have not finished.

This is an important classification since rankings needs to be determined for all
competitors. What was gained in a qualification competition is not lost in the
performance in the final when this has not been completed.
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This goes also for the event of Ski Cross but since there are no scores in Ski Cross it
seems peculiar that it is be used in an event. There is a common classification in
Alpine Skiing and this could easily be adopted and have very little impact on the running
any freestyle events.

The concept of the ‘Disqualification’ DSQ has several meanings in Freestyle, with the
introduction of ski cross. The differences between the two disqualifications are not very
clear in our rules. When this classification is noted on a result list it can mean either
missing a gate in Ski Cross or even having the results removed for an anti doping
violation or a penalty according to ICR 223.3.

It is proposed to create a DNF (Did Not Finish) Rule.
For introduction in Season 2009-2010 for Ski Cross and the rest of the Freestyle events

(Moguls, Aerials and Ski Half Pipe) in season 2010 — 2011.

Freestyle Rules & Officials

4.13.1 Report of the Chairman — M. Mustonen, FIN

Inawashiro Japan hosted biggest ever World Championships in Freestyle Skiing last
March. These World Championships showed current status of Freestyle Skiing. It is full
of action on snow in five freestyle events. From now it is around eight months to
Vancouver Winter Olympic Games. Freestyle Skiing as a sport is ‘ready to rock’. All the
best mogul skiers, aerialists and Ski Cross skiers are on fire in Cypress Mountain
February 2010.

After Vancouver 2010 Games it will be time to adjust disciplines towards next big
seasons and events.

Since 2006 Olympics, Freestyle Skiing as a whole has gone thru many big positive
improvements. Freestyle community has got new event, Ski Cross to Olympic program.
This hasn’t happened in any other winter sport. Again many positive rules and criteria
changes have been processed in all the Freestyle Skiing events. Also there is a modern
freestyle information channel, freestyle wiki on place and everyone’s use easily.
Because of positive developments media time for freestyle skiing has been on a right
upwards tendency. Media interest is the base to generate more resources to Freestyle
skiing World.

Process to continue development work starts again straight after 2010 season. There
are many projects already ongoing and in place for season 2010/2011. At 2014 Olympic
Games Freestyle Skiing has again opportunity to present new event to Olympic Games
program, Half Pipe. This is something what is not unrealistic thing at all. Again after
2010 season there is time to open and analyze critically all the events, their rules and
criteria and reshape sports to even better form.

When developing sport product, it includes also development work to guarantee best
possible media interest and satisfied fans in every level of freestyle skiing.

The Freestyle committee set up last fall a new working group what will focus to improve
media relations. Also whole new global projects to get freestyle skiing, its events and
venues closer to potential freestylers in ski areas all over the world could be one
concept worth of thinking. The Freestyle section on the FIS Wiki is already current good
base to support this type of projects.

The newer Halfpipe Rules which were passed last fall will be included in the precisions
for this coming years competitions.

Ski suits must be two pieces; pants and a separate top. Ferm-fitting;
speed-er-downhill-suits-are-nretpermitted—Suits worn in the Alpine
events of Downhill (DH), Super-G (SG), Giant Slalom (GS), Slalom
(SL), and Speed Skiing are not allowed.

Suit base material shall be textile fabrics excluding rubber, plastic, neo-
prene, leather or vinyl like materials or fabrics. Patches of different ma-
terial are allowed provided that textile fabrics shall remain, in any event,

predominant.

Non-protruding body protection and padding is recommended.

Protection equipment including back protector or any other padding or
body amour must be worn on the body and separate from the ski suit
(outer wear). Protection and padding must not be built into the ski suit
or attached to the ski suit by a zipper, Velcro or any other means.
Fastening devices such as elastic straps, zippers, nylon straps, buttons,
snaps, velcro, one or 2 sided tape, or any other methods shall not be
used to tighten the suit material closer to the body or prevent the natur-
al fall of the clothing.

The gap in the material must be a minimum of 68mm_80mm, measured

anywhere—everywhere around the circumference of the—-mid-thigh—the
knee, of each leg from the mid thigh to the top of the ski boot and

everpwhereareund-the-elbew-and-the-bicep 60 mm everywhere around

the elbow and the bicep.

Ski Suit Measurement Method

Body position and stance for taking measurements:

Any athlete shall appear in full race wear with ski boots on. They shall
stand with feet shoulder-width apart, in an upright standing position with
arms relaxed at the sides, and the legs relaxed forward into the support
of the cuffs of their boots. (“full race wear” includes all under layers and
padding that is worn while competing.)

The measurement shall take place before or after each qualification
run, as decided by the Jury and announced at the First Team Captains
Meeting. The measurement shall take place after each heat in the KO
Final by first measuring each eliminated competitor prior to exiting the
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finish area. All competitors in the Final and Small Final heats will be
measured prior to exiting the finish area.

The material gap shall be found everywhere at the measuring control
points, without stretching or pulling the fabric apart from the under-
wear.

The measurement tool shall be certified through the FIS Office.

Standardized measuring control points:

Lower Body:

Anywhere below the person’s midpoint_of the thigh to the bottom of the
pant leqg.

The pant leg must cover the top of the skier's boot (top of ski boot is the
area directly above the upper most buckle of the boot)

Upper Body:

Mid-bicep (mid-bicep is found by finding the mid-point between the tip
of one’s elbow and the point on the top of the shoulder where the Ac-
romion bone in the shoulder meets the head of the Humerus.)

Changes to the FIS Point Rules season 2008/2009:

2.1. Registration

- Each National Ski Association is requested to annually register their
competitors.

- Competitors are registered by using the FOU System on the FIS website via
the Member Section: http://www.fis-ski.com.

- Change the status “O” to “E” for all those competitors who should not be
included on the FIS points list anymore. Competitors with the status “O” will
be considered as registered for the coming season._Injured competitors must
remain active with the FIS to maintain injury protection.

4.2.6 Injury status

- Each National FIS Ski or Freestyle Association must apply to the FIS within 3
weeks after an injury with the official form and a medical certificate so that the
points will be frozen, -a-maximum-of 12 meonths:
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The application of injury status is valid for one year after the 1st start.
A competitor may have a maximum of 3 starts in this injury period per FIS
points event (MO/DM, AE, SX, HP) without losing this injury status.
If a competitor has more than 3 starts, during this injury period, the FIS points
will be calculated according to the normal FIS points rules.
- If a competitor has less than 3 starts the better result of the following two
calculation methods will be considered:

a) normal FIS points calculation

b)  reduction of 40%
If a competitor is unable to start for more than one year, the reduction per 12
month will be 40% of the last valid results.
Competitors must remain registered as active with the FIS to maintain injury

protection.

9. Competition Procedures

9.3 Ski Cross

9.3.1 Training on courses

During the last five (5) days before the start of official training for a FIS World Cup event
no training shall be allowed on courses. For WSC and OWG, this restriction is
increased to the last fourteen (14) days before the start of official training for these
events. In case of an infringement of this rule, the competitors concerned shall
automatically be disqualified from the event.

9.3.2 Testing of courses

The testing of course features at an event must be undertaken by a minimum of one (1)
male and one (1) female. They are not to be competitors participating in the event. The
testing should include a minimum of one (1) complete run through the course at close to
race-pace from each tester.

Remarks from the Coordinator:

This is an issue that is in more than just the Ski Cross event and it needs to be
considered beyond that of ski cross to a discipline wide World Cup issue. The issue is
one of gaining an advantage on the other competitors by having access to training on
the course that restricted to other teams. There were issues in Mont Gabriel Aerial
World Cup, when the Organiser/National Ski Association wanted to change the officially
approved program. Not all teams had been informed nor were there any officials
available. These are perhaps legal and safety issues which need to be brought to
consideration.

There are two proposals here one for limiting the training and the other for testing. They
are related but perhaps they need to be separated and each issue dealt with
separately.

Some of the timeframes are not that practical and they need to be reviewed. Most
courses are completed in under construction in preparation for a World Cup. The
number of days needs to be reviewed from a practical point. Testing so very important
aspect and safety procedure and limiting the testing to a number of skiers and the
number of runs should be reviewed. If the course did not work and this was determined
after the test then this rule or procedure would not allow for another test.
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Remark:

This was reviewed at both the Rules and Officials Committee and the Freestyle
Committee it was agreed that the Coordinating Group to review and make
determination of the best action to take.

The 24™ Winter Universiade was held in China in February, 2009. It is also the first time we
have Individual and Mixed Team competitions, three medals of Aerials in Winter
Universiade.

4.30.1 FIS Solidarity Programs

The FIS has two programs to assist in the development of skiing in the so-called
developing nations.

The FIS Aid & Promotion Programme for Developing Ski Nations was established using
the funds from the World Championship Candidates fees (CHF 100,000) following the
decision by the 1996 FIS Congress in Christchurch (NZE) that the election of FIS World
Championships Organisers would be delegated to the FIS Council. The first season the
programme was in place, was 1997/1998. Freestyle has had 10 bids for 8 Freestyle FIS
World Championships since 1997. (1999 — 2015)

The basic philosophy for support from FIS Solidarity is to contribute towards assisting
special projects or activities that are not part of the regular day-to-day work of a
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National Ski Association and for which the applicant has shown initiative and efforts in
obtaining support from other sources.

FIS Solidarity programme is designed to assist active National Ski Associations with the
development of the sport in their country. Support is specifically targeted at those
Member Associations who do not profit from the income generated through rights for
the organisation of World Cup races or through sponsorship for their National Ski
Teams. Additionally contributions to projects from National Ski Associations which serve
the development of the sport as a whole will be considered.

The Freestyle Committee is interested in developing the discipline beyond their own
national ski associations can be achieved by collectively working together to introduce
the disciplines into different nations.

Several members of the Freestyle committee were asked to form at Working Group.
The Working Group Peter Judge CAN, Jay Simson USA, Ross Palmer NZE and Chris
Robinson CAN was formed to realize this program.

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It was a long and busy season. We had lots of competitions, lots of different and new
competitors, nations and podiums and lots of traveling for the teams and officials. In
Freestyle, there is a real global view and we seek to develop skiing in many different
areas of the world and consequently we get a diverse number of persons on the podium
and many different winter cultural experiences.

This season’s achievements can perhaps be looked at as further development of
Freestyle into a positive promotion for the expansion of skiing in the world. Collectively
the discipline, again set new freestyle records, for the number of participants (over 500
with 181 ladies / 324 men) and entries (some 2350 starts), number of nations (34
nations from 5 continents), number of spectators, TV Audiences and TV hours.

The Freestyle committee’s goal of ‘adding value’ to the TV production standards
provided some positive results. The cooperation and coordination with the InFront and
the different TV producers allowed for higher quality TV productions and which resulted
in better images and now an improved status in the market place.

Since our tour was out of Europe for most of January and early February, we missed all
of the snow but we did endure some cool temperatures in North America and then a
little bit of a snow droughts in Japan for the 2009 Inawashiro World Championships.

We again invested in working with 4 new organizers, in central Europe and
Scandinavia. This complemented the stable group well experienced organizers in
Japan, China, Russia and in North America.

The greatest and most rewarding aspect is the phenomenon that is created when it
contains a competitor(s) from the host nation. Their achievements make it all
worthwhile for the local audience and the organiser. There were some great emotional
moments this winter. We witnessed what happened in the World Championships with
the double mogul win by Aiko UEMURA (JPN); the results from the Branaes (SWE) Ski
Cross with Lars LEWEN (SWE), and the Canadian of ladies and men’s in Ski Cross at
the test Olympic event in Cypress (CAN) and the win by Ophelie DAVID (FRA) and
Kevin ROLLAND (FRA) in La Plagne (FRA) at the World Cup Final. These are real
emotional memories to be savored for all of those that were there.

The 2009 Inawashiro FIS World Championships were also very special, our biggest
ever. They were very well organized and they had new record international attendance
(36 nations, up 6 from 2007) and entries (258, up 62 from 2007).

There were some dominate champions at the end of the season, but generally by a
small margin. There were very close battles with uncertain outcomes till the end. Those
that have dominated in the past were certainly challenged.

After 7 seasons, the Freestyle Ski Cross FIS World Cup, we saw that it has matured
into a very special ski event. The investments into the teams by the National Ski
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Associations are now providing some returns and we had very competitive battles at
every race.

Halfpipe skiing took a big step this season, with all of the competitions having excellent
technical standards which allowed great performances.

Moguls and Aerials tours are in a much more stable environment, which allowed for
great shows with large crowds attending watching the best in the world.

The highlights were the World Cup Finals. The Aerial Final was attended by 35,400
Muscovites who witnessed a great night time air show. During the La Plagne (FRA)
Final, we had great spring like weather in the Tarentaise Mountains and we had great
performances and it all came down to the final runs, in Moguls, Halfpipe and Ski Cross
competitions.

We are experiencing a growth phase and certain systems need to be strengthened to
meet these increasing demands. Officials training, course and slope preparation are
key development areas, if we are to provide exciting and interesting competitions.
Course preparation principles and work by the organizers needs to be well planned and
carried out far in advance of the competitions to ensure everything is set and prepared
for the live TV situations.

The World Cup has grown in terms of number of entries and this makes it difficult to
produce the competitions and the preparation of the slopes. The total number of entries
needs to be reduced by 15 to 20% so we can successfully run both the ladies and
men’s on the same day. At the same time we maintain the international aspect of the
World Cup.

Ski Cross will make its Winter Olympic Games début and there are few rules and
regulations that need adjustments in order to make sure this event is totally ready for
‘prime time’.

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2008/09 Europa Cup Season Report

A very successful season took place in the past winter in Europe with the opener in
Grasgehren in Germany just before Christmas and the closing event in Horni Misecky in
the Czech Republic.

All together there were 23 competitions with only 2 cancellations due to lack of snow
and financial issues.

Nearly all European countries participated in some or all events. There were also
several nations present from other Continents, with the biggest team coming from
Australia. Especially the team from Australia attends the Europa Cup since many years
with increasing numbers of athletes.

A total of 29 nations got Nations Cup points, which is a new record. The strongest in all
disciplines was France, who successfully competed at the last Ski Cross competition in
Horni Misecky (CZE) to finally win the ‘race’ for the trophy.

Moguls:

After the cancellation of the Italian competition in the Abruzzen mid January due to lack
of snow, five Moguls weekends took place with one Single Moguls and one Dual Moguls
race each. This gave a total of 10 competitions counting for the Cup standings. The
participation again went up in Moguls and there were between 60 and 80 competitors
counted. A new site started with its first Europa Cup in this disciplines — Spain with
Sierra Nevada carried out an excellent competition end of February. Unfortunately there
were a bit unlucky with the weather, so the 2" day as well as the reserve day had to be
cancelled because of bad weather.

Aerials:

2 weekends, one in Meiringen (SUI) and one in Raubichi (BLR) with 2 consecutive
competition days gave a total of 4 events, while Rokytnice and Jizerou had to be
cancelled due to financial reasons.

Ski Cross:

A total of 9 competitions in Germany, Switzerland, France, Italy, Spain and the Czech
Republic were carried out in the 2008-09 season — the highest number ever in this new
Olympic discipline. The start field went up to 185 competitors, which resulted in a
Coordinating Group decision to limit the max. team size entry to 20 per nation with a
50% extra for the host.

Halfpipe:
Unfortunately there was no bid for a Halfpipe competition the past season in Europe.

With 2 consecutive bids within a very short time frame in January, the planning opens
up a new idea to have a strong block of 4-5 competitions in January with a break
beginning of February and another tight competition block end of February / beginning
of March. This enables all teams to run as much as competitions within a limited time
and gives some space for all competitors who still have to go to school. It is also a
benefit for all those guests who regularly attend the Europe Cup from other Continents.

Bids for FIS Freestyle World Championships 2015

On April 30" 2009, FIS received an official bid from the Austria Ski Federation with
Kreischberg (Steiermark) Austria http://www.kreischberg.at/ for the 2015 Freestyle FIS
World Championships and the 2015 FIS Snowboard World Championships. They have
bid to host combined Championships.

Kreischberg has hosted 3 Freestyle FIS World Cups (Ski Cross) starting in 2005. Since
1997, they have hosted 11 years of Snowboard World Cups including the 2003 FIS
Snowboard World Championships.

Presently, they have in place, a Ski Cross, Snowboard Cross and PGS course, an
Aerial — Big Air site (lighting in place) and a Halfpipe (lighting in place). A mogul, dual
mogul course will be the only course construction required.

This will be a major undertaking for the organizers and the ski area and requires
cooperation between the Freestyle and the Snowboard discipline.

There were no other bids for the Freestyle or the Snowboard World Championships.

The FIS Council will decide on the bid during the next FIS Congress in 2010.
